Adventure yourfelves with himj calt your
felves upon his Rightcoufnefs, as that which
fhall bring you to God: as a poor captive
exile, that is caft upon a firange land, a land of
robbers and murderers, where he is rcady to perifh,
and having no hope, either of abiding there, or cl-
caping home with life: and meeting at length with
a pilot, that oficrs to tranfpoit him fafely home, he
embarks with him, and ventures himficlf, and all

Being made fenfible of his fin, and his’
danger, a Sinncr will look for help and deli-
verance: but he will look every where elfe, belore
he look unto Chrift; nothing will bring a Sinner
to Chrift, but ablolute necellity: he will try to for-
{ukc his fins, will think of leaving his drunkennefs,
and becoming fober; of leaving his adulteries, and
becoming challe, and {o {ce if by this means he may
not cicapc: He will go to Prayers, and Sermons,
and Sacraments, and fearch out if there be no {al-
vation in them: but all thefe, though they be ufc-
ful in their places, yet looking no further, the
Sinner {ees there is no help in them @ his Rightcouf-

23, We were!{fg,g
under the Law, fhut up unto the Faith, that ﬂﬂu!d
afterwards be revealed: all other doors were iyt
up againft us, there was no hope of elcaping, byt
by that one door that was left open, The Fauth g
was afterwards to be revealed.

There is a two-fold covenanting with God, I
Profeffion, in Reality : an entering our names, or an
cngaging our hearts: the former is done in Bap-
tifm, by all that are baptized, who by recciving
that Seal of the Covenant, arc vifibly, or in Pr.
feflion, entered into it: the latter is allo two-fold:

1, VirTtuvar, Which is done by all thole that
have fincerely made that clofure with God in
Chrift: thofe that have chofen the Lord, embarked
with Chrift, refigned up, and given themfclves to
the Lord, are all engaged perlons, and have vir
tually covenanted with him. .

e, Formar., Which is our binding ourfclvesio
the Lord by {olemmn vow or promifc to ftand to our
choice. And this may be, either only inward m
the foul; or outward, and exprefled cither by
words, lifting up of the hands, fubfcribing the hand,
or the like: and that by how much the more cxprels
and f{olemn our covenanting with God is, by fo
much .the more feniibly and ftrongly is it like to
hold our hiearts to him, |

Now
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New that which I would perfuade you to, is this
folemn and expreiscovenanting with God. Provi-
dence hath lately brought to my hand the advice of
4 dear Friend and faithful Labourer in the work of
the Lord about this'matter, together with an excel-
lent form of words compoled for the help of
weaker Chriftians, and aptly accommodated to all
the fubitantials of our baptifmal Covenant; which
having found great acceptance with many, I do
with much zcal, for the eftablifhing of fouls in ho-
linefs and comfort, commend 1t to the ufe not only
of young Converts; but of the more grown
Chriftians, that have not experienced this or the

like‘cour{'c.

A-nd in order to the putting this matter into prac-
tice, I fhall firft give you thefe few direélions.

Firft, Set apart fome time, more than once, to be
fpent in fecret before the Lord.

Be fure
you be clear in thefe matters, {ce that you do not
lie unto God. '

Secondly, Compofe your fpirits into the moft
ferious frame poflible, {uitable to a tranfaltion of
fo high importance,

Thirdly, Lay hold on the Covenant of God, and
Tély upon his promife of giving grace and. ftrength,
whereby you may be enabled to perform your pro-
mife, Truft not to your own f{trength, to the

ftrength of your own refolutions, but take hold on
his firength.,

Fourthly, Refolve to be faithful, Ifaving en-

gaged your hearts, opened your mouths, and fub-
{cribed with your hands to the Lord, rcfolve in
his firength never to go back,

Laftly, Being thus prcpalcd on fome convenient
-tlme fct apart for the purpofe, fet upon the work;
and\)m the moft folemn manner pofiible, as if the
Lord were vifibly prefent before your eyes, fall

down
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down on your knees, and f{preading forth your

hands towards hecaven, open your hearts to the
Lord, in thiele or the like words.
